The winners' 
names will be posted on several merchants website as soon as it is 
available.

    New to Shop Hopping? Start Here!  
  
Plan which stores you wish to visit first and map out your route.  For specific individual shops 
information, check out their web pages.  Notice that you have over two weeks to get all your passports 



stamped during this Shop Hop. Some shops may be open earlier or later (see "Participating Shops" for 
individual shop hours). Be sure to give yourself plenty of shopping time! 
 
Pick up your passport at the first shop you visit, or print out the "Printable Passport" and bring it with 
you. Have each shop stamp your passport. 
 
Check out the Rules on participating merchant’s websites or call 622-5252, 623-5454, 627-7776 or  637-6418. 

 
Don't forget to register at each shop for that shop's prizes, which will be different from the Local 
Independent Merchants Grand Prize.  You may wish to bring address labels to make it easier to 
register (make sure to include your email address).
 
Several of the Shops will be having special events going on in their store during the Shop Hop.  Check 
each participating store for details. 
 
Don't forget to leave your completed passport at the last shop you visit!

Questions & Answers 
 
What is a Shop Hop and how does it work?  Our shop hop is an organized event that gives you an 
opportunity to visit local independent merchants to see what they have to offer- within a defined period 
of time.  Each shop that you visit will stamp your passport and after the event there will be a drawing for 
some great prizes. 
 
What do I need to participate? All you need to do is visit each participating shop and get your passport 
stamped.  After you visit the last shop- leave your filled passport with that store.
